0The superiority of Freemasonry to every other ordern an
society, or one for mutual assistance and relief, it is no more than the equal of several others, and is perhaps the infq
rior of some. In its monitorial lessons and ritualism, it teaches nothing of science, nothing in any department of huma
knowledge, nothing not universally taught, of religious of philosophical truth. It teaches nothing of morality that was nqt
taught by Pythagoras, Socrates, Plato, Cicero, Seneca, Confucius, Buddha, the Hebrew Rabbis, and those who f{irst
preached the Christian doctrine. It has no secret knowledge of any kind. There was, in the ancient initiations, somg-
thing like the modern spiritualism, but there is nothing of this or of magic in Freemasony.

It does, in some respects, bind its members more closely together than other orders bind theirs; but its initiates hav
so immensely multiplied that little of this superiority remains to it, and what little is left daily diminishes. From a Maso
merely as Mason, a Mason now feels that he has little reason to expect anything.

But in time of war, here and in France, Masonic obligations have almost universally been regarded and rememberef;
which was not the case with those of any other society or association. In the exgay life of peace, the obligations are
continually disregarded.

It is of greater antiquity than other orders and associations; but it is not so old as to give it the superiority once sug-
posed; for it is now certain that there were no Degreéges
is not more than one hundred and sixty years of age.

But those who framed its Degrees adopted the most sacred and significantly symbols of a very remote antiquity, usef,
many centuries before the Temple of the King, Solomon, was built, to express to those who understood them, while cgn-
cealing from the profane, the most recondite and mysterious doctrines in regard to God, the universe and man. And
those who framed the Degrees and adopted these symbols, used them as expressions of the same sacred and hqly
doctrine, and interpreted them quite otherwise than they are now interpreted in our Lodges.

Albert Pike was born in Boston in December 1809. When only 15 years old he completed two years of study at Har-
vard in only one year, advancing himself to junior class status. At that point he got at loggerheads with the school oii—
cials who were demanding that he pay tuition for the year skipped. Dropping out of school he went West to Santa He,
New Mexico where he spent about a year before deciding to go to New Orleans. After 700 miles of travel in which he
lost both his horse and his way, he ended up in Little Rock, Arkansas, about 650 miles North of his New Orleans targé¢t.
In Little Rock he settled in as a teacher and reporter for thdttle Rock Advocatewhich he later owned. He read to
teach himself law, practiced law in Arkansas, and in 1849 was admitted to the bar of the U.S. Supreme Court at the
same time as Abraham Lincoln. He became a Mason in 1850 and within a decade of rocketing ascent was Grar|d
