Both of you wi
follow the candidate and Senior Deacon back to the Altar, pausing there for a while as some ritual is spoken. After the
Senior Deacon starts escorting the candidate about the Lodge and gets nearly halfway to the Master, both of you return
to your chairs. 6

It is possible that the Master might ask you to learn some of the lectures. If you want to volunteer for this, the
tradition in some lodges is that the Junior Steward does the Third Narrative of the Entered Apprentices Degree and the|
Senior Steward does the Third Narrative in the Master Masons Degree.

ers will appreciate your work when well delivered. Just remember, you are part of a team and help is always available{—
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Free Masonry has the unique and
precious quality of being able to unite
men in brotherhood even though they
might have major differences in regard
to religion, political beliefs, race, age,
wealth, and social customs. Kansas
Masonry provides a wonderful exam-
ple of this quality in M:.W:. Jacob Saqui
who was its Master during the trouble-
some Civil War years of 1861 through
1866. Jacob Saqui was a Jew who
was born in England and came to
America through Washington, D.C.
where he was raised in Lebanon Lodge
No. 7. He demitted from that lodge in
1852 and several years later perma-
nently located in Atchison, Kansas,
being married on February 15, 1855.

In Atchison Brother Saqui missed his
fraternal activities and was instrumen-
tal in organizing Washington Lodge
which originally was under dispensa-
tion from the Grand Lodge of Missouri.
He served as its first Master and for
five more annual terms until 1861. At
the same time he served as Deputy
Grand Master of Kansas Masonry in
1857 and 1858.

M:.W:. Brother Jacob Saqui was a
success at a variety of endeavors. He
constructed a twastory brick building
on the main street of Atchison and
opened a clothing store. In 1865 as
his good reputation became known
among the citizens, he engaged in the
real estate business. At different
times he served with the Atchison City
Council, the Atchison County Commis-
sion, and the Kansas House of Repre-
sentatives.  In September 1863, he
was commissioned a First Lieutenant
of Company B, 18th Regiment, Kansas
Militia. This was just following the

infamous Quantrill Massacre at Law-
rence. His military duties continued
into the Fall of 1864 when rebel forces
under General Price were advancing
towards Kansas City and as far beyond
as success would let them. The An-
nual Communication of Kansas Grand
Lodge scheduled for October 1864 in
Topeka was postponed due to Grand
Master Saqui and other Grand Officers
being in the Kansas Militia which was
in the field
army.

In his address of 1862, Grand Mas-
ter Saqui stated:
sas, humbering as it does, men from
every State, who differ in opinion upon
National and State policy, ought more
than any other jurisdiction to cultivate
and practice the forebearance and
charity, which should ever distinguish
the conduct of Masons. In war as in
peace, the Masonic duty and the Ma-
sonic privilege are alike binding and
reciprocal . ¢
