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SCOTTISH RITE HONORS

Every odénumbered year sees the conferral of Scottish Rite honors to those breth-

ren who have distinguished themselves in service to the Scottish Rite, to Masonry,
and to their communities. The honors are conferred by the Supreme Council of the
Scottish Rite, Southern Jurisdiction, during its biennial meeting in Washington D.C.,
upon nominations by the Sovereign Grand Inspector General for the jurisdiction within
which the honored brother is a member. Honorees for 2009 have just been an-
nounced at the Supreme Council Session in October.
The Knight Commander Court of Honor (K.C.C.H.) honor is conferred on a small perf
centage of 32d degree Masons who have become leaders of their Valleys, their grand
jurisdictions, or their communities. Within the Lawrence Valley, two brethren have
usually been honored during each cycle, but there is no assurance that any brethren
will be so honored. To become eligible for the honor, a brother must have been a
member of Scottish Rite for four years prior to receiving his honors.

The Inspector General Honorary (88) degree is conferred on approximately-2% of
all men who join the Scottish Rite. To become eligible for election to the degree, the
brother must have been a K.C.C.H. Scottish Rite mason for four years, and must have
served with distinction in Masonry and/or his community. Lawrence has traditionally
received not more than one 38 degree honor during each biennial session of the
Supreme Council.

Honors nominations are made to the Supreme Council at the discretion of the
S.G.I.G. for the jurisdiction, upon the recommendation of honors men within the Valley
who have already been so honored. The Supreme Council voted on October 2, to con
fer honors on five members of the Lawrence Valley. Honors will be conferred to Kan-
sas honorees in Wichita on November 2i1this year. All past honorees are urged to
attend to honor the newest members as they are elevated. The K.C.C.H. ceremony is
open to the public, while the 38! degree ceremony is open only to 38degree mem-
bers and newly elected candidates.

Members being honored as Knights Commander Court of Honor (88egree KCCH)
this year are Mike Ash, Walt Johnson and Bob Mann. All three members are from De-
soto Lodge and have been very actively involved in the growth of the Valley in recent
years. They have sponsored numerous new members, taken active roles in the ritual-
istic degree work, and are all serving in the lines of the various Scottish Rite bodies.
