ples Temple led by Jim Jones, Heaven’s Gate, Fundamental-
ist Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints, the Mafia,
the Ku Klux Klan, the Chinese Triads, Al Qaeda, Islamic Ji-
had, and MASONS.

The person who
flips through the magazine only looking at the pictures and
reading just the captions will build a memory that the Ma-
sons are one of those weird groups. Some, perhaps many,
of those weird groups are destructive, evil, and/or anti-
societal. Masonry, by contrast, strives for improvement of
both the individual and society.

The public needs to see that Masonry is not a secret soci-
ety, but rather an honorable society with a few secrets....and
that Masonry makes a positive difference in the community.

Compass or Compasses ?

This word whether in the singular or plural form sometimes means
the same thing. The device used to determine geographical direction
in response to the magnetic field of the earth is referred to as com-
pass. The Masonic symbol is but with rare exception referred to as
The drawing or drafting tool, essentially the Masonic
symbol, is usually called a compass. Confusion comes in that the
alternative usage is sometimes acceptable even if considered to be
rare or archaic.

The drawing or drafting tool, long used by seafarers in mapping and
charting and in estimating map distances, was typically a brass in-
strument with steel points 300 years ago. A 1730 publication alleg-
edly exposing the secrets of Masonry asked the question of “How
was the Master clothed?” The answer was in a yellow jacket and
blue pair of breeches, being an allusion to the yellow brass and blue
steel of the compasses. JHD

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WHAT CANTHE YORK RITE
OFFER THEMASTER MASON ?

Many Master Masons are not aware that York Rite Masonry
can offer them the answer to a mystery left in their minds after
the Second Section of the Third Degree. The Royal Arch De-
gree within the York Rite is like the second act of a play in
which the Third Degree was the first act.

The allegory of the Third Degree is fidelity to a trust. And just
when all seems to be going reasonably well, the sought prize
[the Master Mason’s Word] is lost through the death of the
Grand Junior Warden and only a substitute remains. The Mas-
ter Mason is left to continue, perhaps forever, to search for
that which is lost. In some respects that is like the first act of
a good play, leaving one to wonder how it will all turn out. The
Royal Arch Degree tells how the lost word of a Master Mason
is recovered.

Royal Arch Masonry has been with us in
some form for more that 250 years. Originally
it was part of the blue lodge along with the
first three degrees. The lodge would trans-
form itself into a Royal Arch Chapter as needed in the same
fashion as it today changes among the Entered Apprentice,
Fellowcraft, and Master degrees. It later separated from the
blue lodge and became part of the York Rites which now in-
clude Chapter, Council, and Commandery.

Simply put, the Royal Arch degree uses as an allegory the
rebuilding of the Temple in Jerusalem after the gaining of free-
dom from Babylonia. There is an interesting sidelight regard-
ing the principal officers and their different titles in England
and the United States. In English Chapters the top officer is
King Zerubbabel. In American Chapters which were forming
about two decades before the American Revolution, the title of
King had somewhat of a repulsion to it. Thus, the top officer
in America represents Jeshua the High Priest. King Zerub-
bablel was relegated to the number two chair. American York
Rite Masons avoided having a king as their presiding officer.

What is the International Order of the Rainbow for Girls ?

The International Order of the Rainbow for Girls is a youth group for girls between
the ages of 11 and 20. There are also Rainbow Pledge Groups for girls ages 7 to
10. Each local group [assembly] is sponsored by Masonic affiliates. The girls learn
about charity, hope, and service through their work and involvement with State
wide service projects.

Reverend Mark Sexton established this organization in McAlester, Oklahoma in
1922. It is a character building group which promotes effective community and
leadership skills and service to humanity.

Today Rainbow Assemblies can be found around the world. They can be found in
jurisdictions such as the United States, Australia, Brazil, The Philippines, Germany,
Canada, Aruba, ltaly, Bolivia, and Japan.. Nearly all states in the United States
have Rainbow assemblies.

What Do Rainbow Girls Do ?

Members of Rainbow are active in school, church, and community. They raise
money for various service projects through bake sales and other fundraisers.
Rainbow Girls have many fun activities and opportunities to make lifelong friend-
ships. They have meetings every other week [or twice a month]. Lawrence Rain-
bow meetings are on every first and third Monday at seven in the evening [7 p.m.].
Rainbow Girls also attend statewide functions and meet with girls from around the
State and sometimes around the World. JE
